Teaching resources are those teaching resources identified as the best available
resources to support the implementation of programs of study and courses; they may be
teacher guides to accompany student resources or teacher professional resources. The
authorized teaching guides are listed with the student resources.

The end of the video presents a
thorough review. The teacher’s guide is a print document that includes all the points made in the video, presented in a logical format.

Comments:

 The video is lively and fast paced; however, the beginning takes time to come to the point. Some of the information provided is dated; e.g., the Heimlich
maneuver, how to handle strangers and publicly advertising one’s services. Teachers need to provide correct terminology and current strategies.

» There is only one boy in the video and he is teased in an initial scene about being a baby-sitter. He then goes on to be an integral part of the video by providing
good information.

The Workplace Health and Safety Teacher Resource Binders and Teacher Toolkit were developed as a joint initiative by Alberta Education and Alberta Human
Resources and Employment to support teachers in the delivery of workplace health and safety outcomes.
